27,2012, ON PARCEL NO. 1110D-01-010.000 FOR 2011
TAXES, WAS ERRONEOUS; THEREFORE SAID TAX
SALE IS DETERMINED TO BE VOID AB INITIO AND IS
SET ASIDE, AND AUTHORIZING REIMBURSEMENT TO
THE TAX PURCHASER

WHEREAS, Parcel No. 1110D-01-010.000 was assessed to Edward W. and

Dorothy S. Warner on the 201 1 assessment roll; and

WHEREAS, a special assessment was placed on Parcel No. 1 1 10D-01-

010.000 by the City of Biloxi, Mississippi, which special assessment was paid by

Edward W. and Dorothy S. Warner and was subsequently cancelled by the City of

Biloxi; and

WHEREAS, the Tax Collector failed to remove the Special Assessment on

Parcel No. 1110D-01-010.000 and as a result of said fai lure on the part of the Tax

Collector said parcel sold for taxes to Sunshine State Certificates lV, LLP on August

27.2012: and

WHEREAS, the Chancery Clerk has requested the Board of Supervisors to

adjudicate that said tax sale was erroneous and therefore void ab initio, as a result

of said error; and

WHEREAS, the Tax Collector should refund the amount of $2,800.00, paid at

said tax sale for taxes, without interest, to the tax purchaser, Sunshine State

Certificates lV, LLP.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDERED BY THE BOARD OF

SUPERVISORS OF HARRISON COUNTY, MISSISSIPPI, AS FOLLOWS:



SECTION l. The findings, conclusions, and statements of fact contained in the

foregoing preamble are hereby adopted, ratified, and incorporated herein.

SECTION ll. Upon the adoption of this Order, the Board of Supervisors of

Harrison County, Mississippi finds and adjudicates that the tax sale on August 27,2012,

for the 2011 taxes assessed to Parcel No. 1110D-01-010.000, was erroneous and

should be and is hereby set aside as being void ab initio; and the Tax Collector shall

refund $2,800.00, the amount paid at said tax sale, without interest, to the tax purchaser

Sunshine State Certificates lV, LLP.
